Pantry in North St. Louis and Richwood’s Food Pantry in East St. Louis.

e Inthe St. Louis Metro area, nearly 12 percent of the population (395,000 people) live

below the poverty line and are at risk of hunger.

¢ Each month, Operation Food Search distributes nearly 1.5 million pounds of food
and household items to more than 250 partner agencies that in turn feed more than

100,000 poor people every single month.

e Ameristar Team Members and company matches have generated more than $2
million for seven St. Louis agencies and funds through the company’s annual Ameristar

Cares campaign.

e Ameristar also donates 400 to 500 pounds of leftover fresh food from its restaurant

each month as part of OFS’ Operation Food Rescue program.
